
Joyful Mysteries

First Joyful Mystery -  The Annunciation


Aware of Your loving Presence, Jesus, we unite ourselves to the obedience of Mary and offer You Her perfect ‘Yes’ to repair for our lack of responding wholeheartedly to Your Will in all things. “Teach me to do Your Will, for You, O Lord, are my God…. the joy of my heart.”

May we be docile and prompt in doing Your Holy Will always. 


With each ‘Hail Mary’ of this mystery we say ‘yes’ to ALL You want us to be and do: They Kingdom come, Thy Will be done.”

“Here I am… Speak, Lord, Your servant listens.”

Second Joyful Mystery - The Visitation


Jesus, we unite ourselves to the perfect trust of Mary and pray through Her intercession that our trust may become perfect too. “I trust in the goodness of God for ever and ever.” 

 By the infinite power of Your Eucharistic love, we beg You, Jesus, to capture, conquer, and cast out every doubt, fear, and anxiety that we have so that Your peace may reign in our hearts. 


With each ‘Hail Mary’ of this mystery, we pray in our heart ‘Sweet Heart of Jesus, I place all my trust in You.’ For You have said, “Cast all your anxiety upon the Lord Who cares for you.”

Third Joyful Mystery - The Birth of Jesus


Jesus, with each ‘Hail Mary’ we pray, we unite ourselves to the perfect adoration of Mary and offer You all the adoration She gave You in Bethlehem that we may bring to You now all the joy and warmth that Her adoration brought to You on that first Christmas night when She held You in Her arms and brought You close to Her Heart. We thank You and praise You with all the affection of Mary for being born in Bethlehem and becoming one like us, and for continuing Your Incarnation among us here in the Blessed Sacrament. Teach us to value and cherish Your Eucharistic Presence so that Your Eucharistic love influences our every thought, word, and deed until our whole life becomes adoration ‘in Spirit and Truth.” 
Fourth Joyful Mystery - The Presentation of Jesus in the Temple


We consecrate ourselves to You through the Immaculate Heart of Mary, that we may be given with You to the Father. We unite ourselves to the perfect gift of Yourself in the Temple, on the Cross and in the Most Blessed Sacrament, and with Mary and Joseph we present You in the Holy Eucharist to the Father, begging for mercy for ourselves and for the world. 

Fifth Joyful Mystery - The Finding of Jesus in the Temple


Jesus, through the Heart of Mary, we beg You to lead all men to Yourself in this Most Blessed Sacrament, for Your Will “that all men be saved and come to the knowledge of Truth.”  We lift up to Your Eucharistic Heart all those who have experienced a loss of any kind and beg You to restore all that has been lost, for You promised; “If My people...humble themselves and pray and seek My Presence… I will revive their land… I have chosen.. this house...that My Name… My Eyes and My Heart… shall be there always.” 


Keep us faithful to Your teaching, Jesus, and never let us be parted from You.

Sorrowful Mysteries

First Sorrowful Mystery - The Agony in The Garden


Conscious of Your loving Presence, Jesus, we unite ourselves deeply to Your attitude in the garden when You prayed: “Father, not My will, but Your Will be done.” 


During this decade we offer You the perfect love of Mary to make up for what is lacking in our own hearts and to repair for all the rejection that You receive from the world in this Sacrament of Your love. With each ‘Hail Mary’ of this mystery we pray in our heart: ‘may the Heart of Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament be praised, adored and loved with grateful affection at every moment in all the tabernacles of the world even to the end of time.’

Second Sorrowful Mystery - The Scourging at the Pillar


Jesus, by the physical wounds You suffered at the pillar, help us to overcome the inclinations of the flesh that we may live in Your Spirit and prefer Your love to all other loves. Through Mary we pray that we may be pure in thought, word and deed. Through Mary we pray for a deep understanding of Your personal love for us in the Holy Eucharist; that, like Her, we may respond to You with our whole heart. Cleanse us of all false idols so that Your love and Presence in the Eucharist may animate us and become the treasure of our heart.

“A pure heart create for me, O God; a steadfast spirit renew in me.”

Third Sorrowful Mystery - The Crowning with Thorns


Jesus, awakened to Your great love for us, we offer You the perfect gratitude of Mary in reparation for the indifference and ingratitude of the world toward Your love in the Holy Eucharist. By Your crowning with thorns, make us humble, Jesus, that we may imitate Your humility in the Eucharist. We thank You with the Heart of Mary on each bead of this mystery for all You have done for our salvation and for the gift of Yourself in this Most Blessed Sacrament.

Fourth Sorrowful Mystery - Jesus Embraces His Cross


Jesus, during this mystery we embrace our cross for love of You Who kissed and embraced Your Cross for love of us. With Your grace, help us to fulfill our daily duties with love. We renew our baptismal vows and ask You to prepare our hearts for a worthy confession where You wash away our sins in Your Blood.


With the strength of this Most Blessed Sacrament, we beg You for the courage to take up our cross each day and follow You that we may be Your disciples. We are weak, but You are strong! By Your falling three times and rising again, we beg You through the Motherly Heart of Mary to pour out from Your Eucharistic Heart an abundance of strength and consolation upon all the depressed and discouraged in the world, especially those who have fallen into despair and who are in most need of Your encouragement. 

Fifth Sorrowful Mystery - Jesus Dies on the Cross


On each bead of this mystery, Jesus, we offer You all the comfort of Your Holy Mother who stood by You when you were alone and abandoned on the Cross, for again You are alone and abandoned in so many tabernacles of the world. O Jesus, look at the tears of the one who loved You the most on earth and the one who loves You most in the Blessed Sacrament, and for the sake of the tears Your Holy Mother, in union with the infinite value of each Mass until the end of time, we beg You to draw all men to Your Eucharistic Heart for You have said, ‘When I am lifted up from the earth I will draw all men to Myself.”

Glorious Mysteries

First Glorious Mystery - The Resurrection


Jesus, increase our faith in Your Real Presence in the Blessed Sacrament, the mystery of Faith, that like the disciples who came to know You ‘in the breaking of the bread,’ we may come to know You in the Eucharist in an intimate and personal way with a deep and living faith that grows to ‘conviction about the things we do not see’ and enables us to experience the sweetness of Your love ‘which surpasses all knowledge.’


We pray, through the Immaculate Heart of Mary, that You help our parish and all parishes to become faith communities by responding to Your appeal to be loved day and night in this Most Blessed Sacrament, where You call us to ‘pray without ceasing,’  for this is where You, Our Risen Savior, dwell. Help us by the power flowing from Your Resurrection.


On each bead of this mystery, deepen our union with You until our single-hearted prayer becomes “All I want is to know Jesus Christ…”

Second Glorious Mystery - The Ascension


Jesus, increase our hope and center it in Your Eucharistic love. We beg You, through Mary, to bring hope to all mankind.


During this mystery, we offer you the many hours Mary spent in Your Eucharistic Presence during Her life on earth, that we may give to You now all the glory that She gave to You then. We unite ourselves to the perfect appreciation of Mary who found Her rest, Her peace, Her joy and Her fulfillment in Your Eucharistic Presence, our Heaven on earth. 

Third Glorious Mystery - The Descent of The Holy Spirit


Eucharistic Heart of Jesus, Divine Furnace of Charity, inflame my heart with perfect love for You, as I give You all that is unclean and ugly within me in exchange for all that is pure and beautiful within You. Jesus, make me holy and make my heart so like unto Yours that Your love will shine through me, like a light through a window, so that others may see You in me. Like a monstrance, may I show You to the world. 


Through Mary, the Spouse of the Holy Spirit, we pray for a new Pentecost. Send Your Spirit to everyone! May the fire of Your Divine love, like the rays of the sun which shine on all, go out to touch, bless, help and heal everyone. May the Holy Spirit, which flows from Your Eucharistic Heart, come to each one and renew the face of the earth that there may be but “one flock and one Shepherd.”

Fourth Glorious Mystery - The Assumption of The Blessed Virgin Mary


Jesus, on each ‘Hail Mary’ of this mystery we offer to You the love of Mary to make up for what is lacking in our own hearts that we may love You now in the Blessed Sacrament with the perfect love of Her Immaculate Heart. This begins our Heaven on earth; LOVING YOU, JESUS, WITH THE HEART OF MARY. Through Mary I can say, ‘Jesus, with all my heart I love You,’ as I now make a Spiritual Communion with You Who said, “Anyone who love Me will be true to My Word, and My Father will love him; We will come to him and make Our dwelling place with him.” 


With each ‘Hail Mary,’ deepen our personal relationship with You. May a constant communion with You on earth be a foretaste of my union with You in Heaven. Jesus, we pray by the infinite merits of Your Sacred Heart and the merits of the Immaculate Heart of Mary that all may be ONE with You in this most Holy Eucharist.

Fifth Glorious Mystery - The Coronation of Our Lady as Queen of Heaven and Earth


Jesus, through Mary we humbly surrender our hearts to You, that we may live the gospel, the whole gospel, in the whole of our life, in response to the Eucharist where You give Your Heart to us. This Sacrament contains all that You have and all that You are, ‘the entire spiritual wealth of the Church,’ “good measure, pressed down and running over.” 


Jesus, during this mystery we pray with confidence for the Triumph of the Immaculate Heart of Mary and the Reign of Your Sacred Eucharistic Heart that God may be all in all. 

LUMINOUS MYSTERIES

First Luminous Mystery - The Baptism of Jesus 


Dear Jesus, we thank You for sending Your Holy Spirit into our souls at Baptism; for the great gift of becoming children of God. Before Your Eucharistic Presence, we renew the promises of our Baptism; we reject Satan, his works and his promises and choose You, our Eucharistic King, to reign in our hearts and lives. We beg You, through the pure Heart of Mary, to restore in us the purity and holiness we had on the day of our baptism that, when we receive You in Holy Communion, our souls will be a place worthy of Your Presence. “How lovely is Your dwelling place, O Lord Almighty.”

Second Luminous Mystery - The Wedding Feast at Cana


Through the intercession of Mary, at the Wedding Feast at Cana, You manifested Your Divinity publicly for the first time. You revealed Your glory and Your “disciples believed.’ We pray, through Mary’s intercession, that You will reveal Your glory and manifest Your Divinity in the Holy Eucharist. We pray, Jesus, for healing for all who come to You in the Blessed Sacrament. Heal us in mind, body and soul that we may come to believe more fully in Your Eucharistic Presence. May this Blessed Sacrament be the center of our lives, that no matter where we are physically, our hearts will always remain spiritually before You in the Holy Eucharist. “Lord, I believe. Help my unbelief.”

Third Luminous Mystery - The Proclamation of the Kingdom


Jesus, You have given us the mission to “proclaim the Good News of the Kingdom of God.”  Strengthen us with every Holy Communion we receive and with every moment spent in Your Eucharistic Presence that we may boldly proclaim the truths of the Faith without compromise. Send down Your Holy Spirit with His seven gifts and bestow upon us the gifts of wisdom, understanding, counsel, knowledge, fortitude, piety and fear of the Lord that we may minister to Your people and bring them and ourselves into Your Everlasting Kingdom. We unite ourselves to Mary’s perfect humility, knowing that of ourselves we are nothing but with You, ‘all things are possible.” 

Fourth Luminous Mystery - The Transfiguration

With Peter, James and John we bow down in adoration of Your glory which shown resplendent at the Transfiguration and now lies hidden under the veil of the Eucharistic Species. With each ‘Hail Mary’ of this mystery we unite ourselves with the awe of Mary, our Guardian Angel and all the angels and saints who continually behold Your Face with constant adoration, praise, thanksgiving and love. 

Fifth Luminous Mystery - The Institution of the Holy Eucharist


“I have greatly desired to eat this pasch with You” Jesus. We thank You, Lord, for sharing the gift of Your Holy Priesthood with us and bestowing on our priests the awesome power of transforming mere bread and wine into Your Body and Blood. The reality we celebrate at every Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is far beyond our comprehension. We beg You to give us a greater understanding of this Sacrament of Love that, united with You on the Cross and in the Eucharist, we may participate more fully in Your one act of salvation. We unite ourselves with the fecundity of Mary, the first to bring You forth into the world, as we ponder our role as priests, who through the Power of Your Word and the Holy Spirit bring You forth on the altar. “Maranatha Come Lord Jesus…”
