
To our dear Committed Adorers, 
Every time you adore Our Eucharistic Lord every man, woman and child on the face of the earth receives grace, it adds light to the darkness, and weakens satan’s power, so it is good for you to be here!  What the world desperately needs in this critical time in history more than anything is an army of adorers whose motto is:  
“Jesus, we love You in the Most Blessed Sacrament!”
We are asking Our Lady to pour out grace on all of our past, present and future adorers, for the Holy Spirit to fill each of you with much peace, love and joy, which are just some of the fruits of authentic adoration.  What is authentic adoration?  Let’s imagine an exemplary scenario.  You are driving to adoration, praying, “Lord, prepare my heart.”  Then entering the chapel, looking at Our Lord Who is enthroned on the altar, a whisper, “Here I am, Lord.”
Then kneeling down in worship, there is a considerable amount of time spent praising God, and thanking Him for all of the wonderful things He has done.  Then a thought comes to mind, the unkind words spoken to a loved one.  “Lord, forgive me for all the times I have hurt You and others.  And,  Lord, please have mercy on all who have hurt me.  I forgive them, and want to love everyone as You have loved me.
I surrender all to You, Lord; everything I have and all I am is Yours.  Do with me as You will, only never let me be separated from You.”
A deep peace, filled with love and profound silence, an experience that could be called an embrace of Love, a kiss from God, envelopes the soul, and for a brief moment, satisfies a hungry heart. And in this moment you realize, your heart is not the only one that is hungry. During adoration, Jesus appeared to St. Margaret Mary with His Sacred Heart inflamed with love saying, “Behold the Heart which has so loved men that It has spared nothing, even to exhausting and consuming Itself, in order to testify Its love; and in return, I receive from the greater part only ingratitude, by their irreverence and sacrilege, and by the coldness and contempt they have for Me in this Sacrament of Love… I so ardently thirst to be loved in the Most Blessed Sacrament that this thirst devours Me.”  
How do we quench this thirst in Our Lord’s Heart?  It’s simple: With our undivided love. We come with the intention of returning love for Love. To spend ourselves and all our time in His Presence speaking to the Thirsty Heart of Jesus – this same Heart that is the source of Living Water. Spend this privileged time with our Eucharistic Lord as sacred time knowing that it is our love that satisfies His thirsty Heart and His Love alone that will satisfy ours.
Another way to quench His thirst for love is to never allow Him to be left alone in the adoration Chapel. This is God Almighty before us and we love Him deeply. We cannot forget that Jesus, in the Most Blessed Sacrament is a Living Person, the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity and we must never leave Him alone  - for as we read in His message to St. Margaret Mary, this indifference and irreverence wounds Him greatly.
We are forming an army with the motto:  
“Jesus, we love You in the Most Blessed Sacrament!”
And our battle cry:  “Leave Our Lord Alone No More!”
Jesus is thirsting for your love.  We urge you, please:
Come not a minute late.
Leave not a minute early.
Never leave Him alone. 

When you arrive at the Chapel for your assigned adoration time, please sign in, and then take from the white dish near the sign in book a stole marker that indicates committed adorers. Take it into the Chapel and put it in a visible place, i.e.  over the top of the kneeler. When it is time to leave, make sure the committed adorer that comes after you is there. Return the marker you used to the white dish. Please, never leave the chapel unless it is occupied by at least one committed adorer that is signed in to be there following your hour.  This is crucial, because visitors, volunteers and workers will then feel free to stop in for a visit without fearing that they will find themselves alone when it is time they must leave.  We have spoken to people who do not stop in for short visits because they have had experience of this happening, and they don’t want to be put in the terrible position of having to leave Our Lord alone.

If the committed adorer who is to come after you is not there when it is time for you to leave, call the number listed by their name. (hopefully they are on their way.)  If no answer, call your division leader. And if you can’t reach him, call (coordinator name) at (coordinator number).  In the case of an emergency - press the call button on the walkie-talkie located on the window ledge in the adoration chapel and someone will come in 5 minutes to replace you. 

In the event that you cannot make it to your assigned Holy Hour - find a reliable substitute - either someone that you know or someone on the substitute list - and inform your division leader that a guest will be adoring in your place. Please ask your substitute to sign in at the desk and check the box as “sub”. If you cannot find a substitute, please call your division leader, as far in advance as possible, so that a substitute can be scheduled in your place. 

The Church requires a minimum of two adorers at all times and we have begun a campaign to fulfill this requirement. We do it out of love for our Lord, knowing that He deserves not just two adorers but a chapel full of them! We want to give Him more than the minimum! Please help us find more committed adorers so that we can at least fulfill the Church’s requirements of two adorers at all times. It will be a great blessing to them, and it will gladden the Heart of God, Jesus Eucharistic.  All interested in signing up for adoration times can email (coordinator email) or come to the chapel and sign up.  

Church Directives for Adoration during Exposition

Excerpt from Redemptionis Sacramentum - Vatican - Congregration for the Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments

{138} Still, the Most Blessed Sacrament, when exposed, must never be left unattended even for the briefest space of time. It should therefore be arranged that at least some of the faithful always be present at fixed times, even if they take alternating turns. 

Excerpt from Holy Communion and the Worship of the Eucharist Outside of Mass - Liturgical document  

{88} When there cannot be uninterrupted exposition because there is not a sufficient number of worshippers, it is permissible to replace the Blessed Sacrament in the tabernacle at fixed hours that are announced ahead of time. But that may be done not more than twice a day.

ATTENTION ADORERS: please follow the following procedures

IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO COME TO YOUR SCHEDULED TIME           

Make sure you have a substitute to adore in your place - either someone you know or someone from the substitute list - and let your division leader know. Also - inform your substitute to sign in at the desk and to check the ‘sub’ box. If you cannot find a substitute call your division leader, as far in advance as possible, so that a substitute can be scheduled in your place. NEVER call the center with such a message because it will not get to the appropriate people in time.

IF THE PERSON ASSIGNED IN THE HOUR FOLLOWING YOURS DOES NOT SHOW UP

Call the assigned adorer to see if they are on their way. Make sure to have their number and the division leader’s number with you when you go to your assigned hour.

Then make a decision: 

1) If you can stay - thank God for the extra time you get to spend with Jesus.                                2) If you have to leave - call the division leader for a replacement and wait until they have arrived before leaving the Chapel.   OR  If you have to leave immediately - DO NOT LEAVE OUR LORD ALONE - press the call button on the walkie talkie located on the window ledge in the adoration chapel and someone will be there in about 5 minutes. Please do not leave until they have arrived. 

In any event - always be sure to notify the division leader (on that same day) if the person following you is late or did not come.
